Example: Consider a parent with two children making $400 per month and eligible for Temporary Aid to Needy Families (TANF), Food Stamps, and Housing Assistance. What if this person had the opportunity to work an additional sixteen hours at $6.25 per hour to make another $100 per month? If this additional work is accepted, this family would lose $62 in TANF benefits, lose $30 in housing assistance, and pay $7.65 in Social Security and Medicare taxes, leaving them with a gain of 35 cents for the additional 16 hours of work. Note: This family may gain some more if they know about and apply for the Earned Income Credit, but is it really good to have one government entity taking away benefits while another increases benefits based on the same reason (more income)? Surely we can be more efficient.
